Mink bait is fish, fresh liver, chicken
entrails and cracknels. Muskrats prefer fresh vegetables, parsnips, carrots, sweet apples, oil of
anise and musk from other muskrats. Rabbits prefer fresh vegetables, brussel sprouts, cabbage,
carrots, lettuce, apples and bread in winter. Cats feed on fish, meats, oil of catnip and sardines.

Bobcats are
attracted to fish, meats, oil of catnip and sardines. Foxes prefer animal carcasses, rabbits, mice,
birds, chicken necks, entrails, and eggs. Ground Hogs feast on apples or carrots with tops.
